· Be sponsored by a member in good standing of the Carolina Section of SAE.

Terms

Two scholarships valued at $1,500 each (limit one per student) will be awarded for the freshman year only. This scholarship is not renewable.

Selection and Payment

· Recipient will be selected by the SAE Carolina Section Board based on academic achievement, leadership potential, involvement in extra-curricular activities, and interest in engineering.  Announcements of winners will be made by the end of June.

· These scholarships are paid directly into your account at your selected college, university, or technical school in July/August.

· All scholarships are contingent upon the applicant’s enrollment in engineering or related science program and acceptance from the college, university, or technical school of their choice.
